APPENDIX A


GLOSSARY





100-Year Flood:  A flood with a predicted annual occurrence of one percent. (Federal Emergency Management Agency, National Flood Insurance Program)


500-Year Flood:  A flood with a predicted annual occurrence of 0.2 percent. (Federal Emergency Management Agency, National Flood Insurance Program)


Affordable Housing:  residential housing that is rented or owned by a person or household whose monthly housing costs, including utilities other than telephone, do not exceed thirty percent of the household's monthly income. (1993 Washington Housing Policy Act).


Agricultural Lands: agricultural land means land primarily devoted to the commercial production of horticultural, viticultural, floricultural, dairy, apiary, vegetable, animal products, berries, grain, hay, straw, turf, seed, Christmas trees not subject to the excise tax imposed by RCW 84.33.100 through 84.33.140, or livestock that has long-term commercial significance for agricultural production.  (Growth Management Act)


Commercial agricultural land in Pacific County means land capable of supporting a wide and unique array of agricultural uses, including but not limited to:  shellfish, cranberries, short rotation hardwoods, along with the full range of traditional agricultural uses.  The agricultural diversity is found nowhere else in the state.  (Pacific County Resource Lands and Critical Areas, February 1992)


Aquifer Recharge Areas: areas with a critical recharging effect on aquifers used for potable water are areas where an aquifer which is a source of drinking water is vulnerable to contamination that would affect the certifiable potability of the water. (Growth Management Act)


In Pacific County aquifer recharge areas shall include groundwater systems, surface water sources, artesian wells and a combination of all three.   (Pacific County Resource Lands and Critical Areas, February 1992)


Arterial:  a major through street linking population centers with important destination/origin points, and designed to carry relatively large volumes of traffic at relatively high speeds.  Intersections of Arterials and other types of streets are either controlled by traffic lights, or are managed to give arterial traffic the right-of-way in most circumstances.


Assisted Living Care: three or more unrelated individuals living together and being cared for in a residential unit.


Base Flood Elevation: the predicted height, in feet above mean sea level (NGVD), of a 100-year flood.   (Federal Emergency Management Agency, National Flood Insurance Program)


Bicycle Facilities:   four types of bicycle facilities are recognized.  Bicyclists and motorists share the same travel lane on a shared roadway.   Shoulder bikeways exist where a broad, paved shoulder accommodates bicycle traffic outside of the normal motor vehicle travel lane.   Bike lanes are marked with lines painted on the pavement, almost always to the right of motor vehicle travel lanes, and are designated solely for bicycle use.  Bike paths are physically separated from motor traffic by a barrier or by open space. 


City:  any city or town, including a code city. (Growth Management Act) in this case the City of Ilwaco.


Collector: a major or minor connecting street linking an arterial with important destination/origin points.


Comprehensive Plan: a generalized coordinated land use policy statement of the governing body of a county or city that is adopted pursuant to Chapter 36 RCW. (Growth Management Act)


A legal document adopted by local officials establishing policies that will guide the future physical development of the community,  It will be used by local officials, planning commissions, private firms and individuals when making decisions about land use development or changes, capital improvements programming, and the enactment of development regulations and related growth management legislation.  Zoning and other development regulations must be consistent with the comprehensive plan.  Periodic update and revision is required to assure that the plan adequately provides for growth, and reflects community desire and changed conditions. (Washington Department of Community Development, The Art and Science of Designating Urban Growth Areas, March 1992).


Commercial Use: a land use activity which is associated with the sale and purchase of goods and services.


Concurrency: when adequate capital facilities are available when development occurs.


Cottage Industry: a home occupation that does not require retail sales or courier delivery services (as used in this plan).


Cottage Manufacturing Activities:  A family owned and operated manufacturing business conducted in a residential or storefront unit.  No equipment or process shall be used in such structures which creates noise, vibration, glare, fumes, odors, or electrical interference detectable to  the normal senses off the lot.  Examples of Cottage Manufacturing Activities are:  pottery studio, doll making, curios, painting studio, carving studio, etc.


Council: the city council of the City of Ilwaco.


Critical Areas:  wetlands, areas with a critical recharging effect on aquifers used for potable water, fish and wildlife habitat conservation areas, and geologically hazardous areas. (Growth Management Act).


Cultural heritage: a community identity based on a unique historic background.


Demand Management:  strategies that relieve traffic congestion by means other than road improvements.  Demand management strategies include but are not limited to increased public transportation service, ride sharing, and other transportation management strategies.


Density: a measure of the intensity of development, generally expressed in terms of dwelling units per acre.


Developer: a person who makes (housing, highways, commercial and industrial structures, etc.) more available or extensive.


Development Regulations:  any controls placed on development or land use activities by a county or city, including, but not limited to, zoning ordinances, official controls, planned unit development ordinances, subdivision ordinances, and binding site plan ordinances. (Growth Management Act).


Dwelling unit: an enclosure containing sleeping, kitchen, and bathroom facilities designed for use as a residence.


Eco-tourism: low impact, nature oriented tourist activities that involve an interaction of small groups of people with the environment and natural resources in an area. 


Environs:  the un-incorporated areas surrounding the city limits of the City of Ilwaco.


Erosion:  the landward narrowing retraction of a sand spit by a negative balance between sand supply from the Columbia River and sand removal by wind and wave action.  Water erosion tends to move sand along the shoreline and remove it from the beach.  Wind erosion tends to move sand about in the dunelands. (Dunes Management Plan for the Long Beach Peninsula, Pacific County, Washington,  June 1989; and James B. Phipps and John M. Smith, Grays Harbor Community College, Aberdeen, Washington).


Fish and Wildlife Habitat Conservation Areas:  fish and wildlife habitat conservation means land management for maintaining species in suitable habitats within their natural geographic distribution so that isolated subpopulations are not created.  This does not mean maintaining all individuals of all species at all times, but it does mean cooperative and coordinated land use planning is critically important among counties and cities in a region. In some cases, intergovernmental cooperation and coordination may show that it is sufficient to assure that a species will usually be found in certain regions across the state.  (Growth Management Act).


Forest Lands: forest land means land primarily useful for growing trees for commercial purposes (including Christmas trees) and that has long-term commercial significance for growing trees commercially.  (Growth Management Act).


Forest land means all land which is capable of supporting a merchantable stand of timber and is not being actively used for a use which is incompatible with timber growing. (Forest Practices Act).


Forest Land in Pacific County is applied to those lands which are capable of long-term management for the production of forest products and other natural resources.  (Pacific County Resource Lands and Critical Areas, February 1992)


Forest Products:  wood (lumber, chips, fiber, veneer), outdoor recreation (hunting, fishing, hiking), surface water and groundwater, open space, wildlife habitat, and minor forest products (bark, mushrooms, mistletoe, etc.).


Foster Care Facilities:  residential units providing shelter and care for children or adults unable to provide for some or all of their shelter-related needs.


Frequently Flooded Areas:   frequently flooded areas are lands in the floodplain within a community subject to a one percent or greater chance of flooding in any given year.  These areas include, but are not limited to, streams, rivers, lakes, coastal areas, wetlands, and the like.  (Growth Management Act)


Goal: a general statement that reflects a positive and realistic view of what could be or an ideal situation.


Geologically Hazardous Areas:  areas that because of their susceptibility to erosion, sliding, earth-quake, or other geological events, are not suited to the siting of commercial, residential, or industrial development consistent with public health and safety concerns. (Growth Management Act)


Group Homes: residential units providing shelter and care for two or more un-related children or adults living in a semi-independent manner, but requiring some supervision.


Impact Fees:  charges assessed on new development, as a condition of approval, to pay for public facilities needed to serve new growth.  (Washington Department of Community Development, Paying for Growth's Impacts; A Guide to Impact Fees, January 1992).


Incompatible Use:  a use which is incapable of existing in harmony with other uses situated in its immediate vicinity.


Incorporated:  an area organized as a legal corporation.  The city of Long Beach is an incorporated city.


Industrial Use: activities predominantly associated with manufacturing, assembly, processing, or storage of products.


Infrastructure: streets, water and sewer lines, and other public facilities basic and necessary to the functioning of an urban area.  (Washington Department of Community Development, The Art and Science of Designating Urban Growth Areas, March 1992).


Inspection and permit fees:  charges for permits that cover the costs of administering the permit program, including inspection and enforcement costs.


Level of Service [LOS]: defines the quality and quantity of service provided by a community's infrastructure and services.  It can be defined for a wide range of facilities and services, including transportation, potable water, sewer, fire, parks and schools.


Line of Dense Forest Vegetation:  the irregular line formed on the dunal area by a dense line of trees between coastal wetlands and the upland.  Scattered, outlying trees may lie on the dunelands. (Dunes Management Plan for the Long Beach Peninsula, Pacific County, Washington,  June 1989; and Ryckman, Edgerley, Tomlinson & Associates, Inc., Bellevue, Washington)


Major Remodel:   (a) construction valued at more than 20% of a residential structure's assessed value, or (b) an addition of more than 200 square feet to an existing residence.


Manufactured Home or Mobile Home:  a structure, designed and constructed to be transportable in one or more sections and  built on a permanent chassis and designed to be used as a dwelling with or without a permanent foundation when connected to the required utilities that include plumbing, heating, and electrical systems contained therein. 


Minerals; Mineral Lands: minerals include gravel, sand and valuable metallic substances (Growth Management Act)


Minerals shall mean coal, clay, stone, sand, gravel, metallic ore, and other similar solid material or substance to be excavated from natural deposits on or in the earth for commercial, industrial or construction uses  (RCW 78.44; surface mining statute)


Mineral lands in Pacific County include areas devoted to the extraction of top soil, silt and peat.  Black sand mining from off�shore resources has historically been conducted in Pacific County.  (Pacific County Resource Lands and Critical Areas)


Mineral resource land means land primarily devoted to the extraction of minerals or which has long�term significance for the extraction of minerals (WAC 365�190; Growth Management Act administrative rules)


Mitigation:  Any action that, to some degree, softens the impact of development on wetlands and aquatic areas.  This may include all or any one of the following actions:  (1) avoiding the impact altogether by not taking a certain action or parts of an action; (2) minimizing impacts by limiting the degree or magnitude of an action and its implementation; (3) rectifying the impact by repairing, rehabilitating, or restoring the affected environment;  (4) reducing or eliminating the impact over time by preservation and maintenance operations; and (5) compensating for the impact by creation, restoration, or enhancement of wetlands and aquatic areas to maintain their functional processes, such as natural biological productivity, habitat, and species diversity, unique features and water quality.  Any mitigation action or combination of actions may involve monitoring and remedial follow-up measures.


Mode:  For purposes of this element, transportation modes include air, water, rail, equestrian, bicycle, pedestrian and motor vehicle.  Motor vehicle transportation can be further broken down: private motor vehicles, and public transportation.


Modular Home:  Any factory-built housing designed primarily for residential occupancy by human beings which does not contain a permanent frame and must be mounted on a permanent foundation. (46.04.303 RCW).


Multi-family Housing: housing designed to accommodate more than one household or family.  Duplex, Triplex, and Condominium structures are examples of multi-family housing.


Multimodal Transportation:  the movement of goods and people using more than one transportation mode.


"Non-permanent" Public Facilities: examples include: viewing towers, walkways, parking lots, lighting, restrooms and informal kiosks.


Objective: a measurable statement of what must be accomplished to reach a goal.


Open Space: scenic areas both public and private left in so far as possible in its natural state and designated for public viewing devoid of permanent structures.  


(1) land zoned for open space;  or (2) any land area, the preservation of which in its present use would (a) conserve and enhance natural or scenic resources, (b) protect streams or water supply, (c)promote conservation of soils, wetlands, beaches or tidal marshes, (d) preserve historic sites, (e) enhance the value to the public of abutting or neighboring parks, forests, wildlife reserves, natural reservations or sanctuaries or other open space, (f) enhances recreation opportunities, (g) retains in their natural state tracts of land no less than five acres situated in an urban area, and open to the public use on such conditions as may be reasonably required by the granting authority.   (Open Space Tax Act)


Ordinary High Water Mark: on all lakes, streams, and tidal water is that mark that will be found by examining the bed and banks and ascertaining where the presence and action of waters are so common and usual and so long continued in all ordinary years, as to mark upon the soil character distinct from that of the abutting upland, in respect to vegetation as that condition exists on June 1, 1971, as it may naturally change thereafter, or as it may change thereafter in accordance with permits issued by local governments or the department [of Ecology]: Provided, that in any area where the ordinary high water mark cannot be found, the ordinary high water mark adjoining salt water shall be the mean higher high tide and the ordinary high water mark adjoining fresh water shall be the line of mean high water. (Shoreline Management Act)


"Permanent" Structures: buildings other than non-permanent public facilities. 


Planned Unit Development: a full contained development characterized by urban densities, uses and services.


Policy: a statements that defines an action intended to achieve an objective.


Public Facilities: Streets, roads, highways, sidewalks, street and road lighting systems, traffic signals, domestic water systems, storm and sanitary sewer systems, parks and recreational activities, and schools. (Growth Management Act).


Public Land: consist of public buildings and grounds and public facilities.


Public Services:  Fire protection and suppression, law enforcement, public health, recreation, education, environmental protection, and other governmental services. (Growth Management Act)


Public Utilities: include systems for the delivery of natural gas, electricity, telecommunications services, as well as water and sewer pipe lines. 


Recreation: activities associated with any form of play, amusement, or relaxation, such as games, sports, hobbies, etc..


Residential Use: as used in this plan for all types of dwelling units such as single and multi-family housing including mobile/modular homes.


Resort:  retail activities that support tourism such as hotel, motel, restaurants.


Shall: a directive or requirement.


Shorelines:  all water areas of the state, including reservoirs, and their associated wetlands, together with the lands underlying them; except (i) shorelines of state-wide significance; (ii) shorelines on segments of streams upstream of a point where the mean annual flow is twenty cubic feet per second or less and the wetlands associated with such upstream segments; and (iii) shorelines on lakes less than twenty acres in size and wetlands associated with such small lakes. (Shoreline Management Act)


Shorelines of State-wide Significance: means the following shorelines of the state: (i) the area between the ordinary high water mark and the western boundary of the state from Cape Disappointment on the south to Cape Flattery on the north, including harbors, bays, estuaries and inlets; and (ii) those wetlands associated with (i).  (Shoreline Management Act)


Should: an expectation.


Site-Built Home:  a conventionally-built home fabricated and assembled at the final home site.  A site-built home either complies with the Uniform Building code in effect at the time it was built, or was built prior to adoption of a building code.  A site-built home is distinguished from a modular home in that a site-built home is fabricated at its final site.


Structure: anything constructed or erected.


Subdivision: the division of a tract of land into two or more lots, building sites, or other divisions for the purpose of sale or building development (whether immediate or future) and including all divisions of land involving the dedication of a new street or a change in existing streets.


Transitional Lands:  those lands considered to be suburban which due to their location, parcel size and proximity to roads and utilities are more likely to evolve from their present land use to a more intensive type of land use activity.  (Growth Management Act)


Urban Governmental Services:  those governmental services historically and typically delivered by cities, and including storm and sanitary sewer systems, domestic water systems, street cleaning services, fire and police protection services, public transit services, and other public utilities associated with urban areas and normally not associated with non-urban areas. (Growth Management Act).


Urban Growth:  growth that makes intensive use of the land for location of buildings, structures and impermeable surfaces to such a degree as to be incompatible with the primary use of such land for the production of food, other agricultural products, or fiber, or the extraction of mineral resources.  When allowed to spread over wide areas, urban growth typically requires urban governmental services.  "Characterized by urban growth" refers to land having urban growth located on it, or to land located in relationship to an area with urban growth on it as to be appropriate for urban growth. (Growth Management Act)


Urban Growth Areas: those areas designated by a county pursuant to RCW 36.70A.110. (Growth Management Act)


Areas which counties designate, in consultation with cities, where urban growth will be encouraged and supported with urban levels of services.   The urban growth areas are to include areas and densities sufficient to permit the urban growth that is projected to occur in the county for the succeeding 20-year period. Urban growth refers to growth that makes intensive use of land for the location of buildings, structures, and impermeable surfaces to such a degree as to be incompatible with the primary use of such land for the protection of food, other agricultural products or fiber, or the extraction of mineral resources.  (Washington Department of Community Development, The Art and Science of Designating Urban Growth Areas, March 1992).


V-zones: areas of 100-year coastal flood with velocity (wave action).   (Federal Emergency Management Agency, National Flood Insurance Program)


Wetlands: areas that are inundated or saturated by surface water or ground water at a frequency and duration sufficient to support, and that under normal circumstances do support, a prevalence of vegetation typically adapted for life in saturated soil conditions.  Wetlands generally include swamps, marshes, bogs, and similar areas.  Wetlands do not include those artificial wetlands intentionally created from non-wetland sites, including but not limited to irrigation and drainage ditches, grass-lined swales, canals, detention facilities, wastewater treatment facilities, farm ponds, and landscape amenities.  However wetlands may include those artificial wetlands intentionally created from non-wetland areas created to mitigate conversion of wetlands, if permitted by a city or county. (Growth Management Act)


Those areas that are inundated or saturated by surface or ground water at a frequency and duration sufficient to support, and that under normal circumstance do support, a prevalence of vegetation typically adapted for life in saturated soil conditions.  Wetlands generally include swamps, marshes, bogs and similar areas.  (Corps of Engineers and EPA, 1982)


Wetlands are lands transitional between terrestrial and aquatic systems where the water table is usually at or near the surface of the land or the land is covered by shallow water.  For purposes of this classification wetlands must have one or more of the following three attributes: (1) at least periodically, the land supports predominantly hydrophytes, (2) the substrate is predominantly undrained hydric soil, and (3) the substrate is nonsoil and is saturated with water or covered by shallow water at some time during the growing season each year.  (USFWS, Cowardin et al., Classification of Wetland and Deepwater habitats of the United States, 1979)


(1) Wetlands that are physically connected with Willapa Bay and/or contribute to bayward drainages; (2) Interior wetlands with no outlet or which drain to the ocean; (3) Ocean and interdunal wetlands.  
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
